MANUAL SAFETY

GAUTION: Like all mechanical devices, airgun safeby can fail. Even when the safeby is on "SAFE" you should
conbinus 5o handle Ghe airgun Ina safe manner.

Locale Ghe safely switch of Ghe airgun directly above bhe Grigger guard,
Safeby switch can be set Go"S" (SAFE) and "F* (FIRE) posibions manually.

The Lebters "S" {SAFE) and "F' (FIRE) are located below Ghe safety switch.

A- Airgun on "S* (SAFE) Position
To seks bhe safeby on, push the safeby switch from the left side of Ghe airgun.
Inhis position Ghe Grigger cannot be pulled and Ghe airgun cannat be fired.

B - Airgun on"F* {FIRE) Position
To seti bhe safetiy off, push bhe safety switch from Ghe right; side of the airgun
Inhis posibion the Grigger can be pulled and Ghe airgun can be fired,

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5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

A.FILLING THE AIR CYLINDER

Warning!

1.Before filling Ghe air cylinder; make sure Ghe airgunis on"S" (SAFE) position, no pellets are loaded in the
air airgun and/or barrel and magazine is not mounbedin the gun.

NOTE: If Ghe air cylinder pressure is at "0" Bar, then it will be necessary to cock the airgun to remove the
force of Ghe Hammer against Ghe firing Valve. 0Gherwise, Ghe air will pass Ghrough Ghe firing Valve ouk Ghe
barrel, and the air cylinder will not pressurize.

2. Take all safety measures before filling Ghe air cylinder. It is compulsory for Ghe user and Go wear eye &
ear probection when filling the air cylinder.

3. While filling in Ghe air cylinder; the pressure in Ghe air cylinder must be monitored from Ghe air gauge of
the hand pump or scuba charging kit. Do not look ak bhe air gauge on bhe air cylinder during filling process.
Instead, reference the gauge on your fill device.

Assemble Ghe filling equipment hose with Ghe filling probe that is provided inside the box. Pull back onthe
ouber sleeve on Ghe quick connect fitting to release it from your airgun, when your tube s filled. If you
hear SOUND of air during Ghe first filling, move Ghe probe and enable the 0 rings to be air-proof. if the
Ieakage continues, 0 rings might be deformed)

Overfill
Incase of overfilling, SAFETY BURST DISC is locabed on your airgun. This disc will Gear if Ghe air pressure on
your airgun reaches bo a dangerous level and Ghis will prevent any potential over pressure danger.

Incase bhe safeby burst disc is torn, a spare burst disc is included in your box and it needs o be changed.
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B. LOADING THE AIRGUN

CAUTION: Never re-use ammuniGion.

Review the entire manual, including the section on Safety, befors firing your airgun.

CAUTION: Know your airgun's loading mechanism for safest use! Pellets can elther be loacled one
by ane using a single shok tray, or multiple pellets may be loaded using Ghe robary magazine.
With the magazine placed correctly, EVERY action of closing Ghe side lever WILL place a pellet
into Ghe chamber.

DONOT TRY TO GLOSE THE SIDE LEVER WHEN THE MAGAZINE IS NOT LOADED!!

Do not re-cock the airgun while there is pellet loaded inside the chamber!! This will load multiple
pellets at Ghe same Gime and may damage your airgun.

Removal of he magazine WILL still leave Ghe chambered pellet in place unless Ghe airgunis
fired.

Loading Ghe Magazine
Make sure your airgun is on "SAFE" position and is pointed Go a SAFE DIRECTION.
If the magazine is fitted on the airgun, remove it to begin loading or Unloading.

Move the clear cover over the catich point and rotate in Ghe direction of the arrows (clockwi-
se)Fig. A.

Place a finger under the magazine covering the hole, place Ghe first pellet in the magazine nose
first, make sure hat the pellet does not protrude out of the magazine. If Ghe pellet does
protrude, simply push the pellet inward. Fig. B

Robate he cover counterclockwise and place Ghe remaining pellets ino the magazine. Upon
complebion robate Ghe cover until it comes bo rest. Fig. 0

Ifit looks like Fig. D. The magazine is now ready for use.

Placing the loaded Magazine on the Airgun & Firing Safeby

NOTE: Following these direckions will load your airgun and it will be ready bo FIRE.
Make sure your airgun is on "SAFE" position and is pointed ho a SAFE DIRECTION.

+ To fis the magazine into bhe airgun, pull the cocking handle backwards unil it sbops.

* With the cover of the magazine facing the butt of Ghe airgun, insert the magazine from the
right side and push it inward unbil it snaps inbo place.

+ The line on the hack of the magazine should align with bhe line on bhe loading slot of the airgun.

YOU WILL DAMAGE THE MAGAZINE IF IT IS NOT PLACED CORRECTLY

* Pull 6he cocking handle o ibs rear-most position.

* Push bhe cocking handle forward fully and ensure bhat it lays flab against the airgun in order bo
chamber a pellet.

+ Afber following Ghese staps and reading the entire manual, including the section of safety
procedures, your airgun is now loadad and ready Go fire.

DOMOT GLOSE THE COCKING HANDLE / MAGAZINE RELEASE BOLT UNTIL YOU ARE READY TO FIRE.

+ Aimab your intended barget and disengage bhe safety and prepare Go shoob.

+ Pullthe Grigger gently and Ghe airgun will fire.

* Torelead airgun, pull the cocking handle Go its rear-most position. This will index the magazine
and align the next pellet wih the barrel. Then, repeat previous steps,
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C. UN-LOADING & UN-COCKING THE AIRGUN
Un-loading & Removing the Magazine

1. Pulling he cocking handle bo its rear-most posibion and Pushing it forward fully while 6he
magazine is loaded will result in chambering a pellet.

2. Tounload Ghe airgun, it is recommended bo fire the pellet in a SAFE DIRECTION.

3. Pull Ghe side lever back to Ghe rear posiion.

GAUTION. This action WILL cock Ghe airgun.

4. Push the magazine out of Ghe receiver from the left side.
5.Un-cock Ghe airgun for safe storage.

Un-Cocking

Yhen you are finished shoobing, remove bhe magazine as instructed and un-cock Ghe airgun by
following Ghe steps below:

1. Point Ghe airgun in a SAFE DIRECTION,

2. Take Ghe airgun on "FIRE" position.

3. Pull 6he cocking handle back to its rear-mest position.

4. While firmly holding Ghe cocking handle in the rear position, pull the trigger.

5. Continue o hold the Grigger back while sliding the side lever forward Go Ghe latched position.
6. Release Ghe Grigger.

1. Put Ghe airgun on"SAFE" posibion.

WARNING! EVEN THOUGH YOU FOLLOW THE UNLOADING PROCEDURE, CONTINUE TO TREAT THE AIRGUN AS IT IS
LOADED. NEVER POINT THE AIRGUN AT ANYTHING YOU DONOT INTEND TO SHOOT,
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D. POWER ADJUSTMENT
Simply rotate the power switich while Ghe airgun is un-cocked in he *+* or "-* direction and seb
Ghe desired power level.

E. JAMMED AMMO

Ajammed ammeo is usually caused by firing Ghe airgun when the air pressure is Goolow:

Please, do noh operate your airgun below 100 bar (1500 PS) air pressure.

CAUTION : Never Gy Go look Ghrough Ehe barrel Go see if a jammed ammo is cleared.

Make sure Ghe airgun is on "SAFE" position and pointed in a SAFE DIRECTION.

* Pull he cocking handle back Goits rear-mosb position.

*Insert aclearing rod of the proper size inbo bhe barrel, starting from the muzzle (Barrel may be
damaged if the clearing rod is not proper size)

NOTE: Gocking handle must be at its rear-mast position for the jammed ammo o clear Ghe
breechwhenit is pushed out by Ghe ramrod.

* Push or tap ammo Gowards Ghe breech end of Bhe barrel unGil the pellet is extracted from Ghe
chamber.

* Operabe carefully in order nob bo damage Ghe chamber sealing 0-ring,

* Remove and discard bhe ammo.

* Do not reuse that ammo.

If you are noh successful removing the jammed ammo following above instructions, Gake no
further action, REXIMEX Technical Service or an Authorized Service Stabion will unjam your airgun
{Free of charge during Ghe warranky period).
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F. TRIGGER ADJUSTMENT

- First, remove the grip area using an Allen wrench. (Bobtom of the grip)

- After removing Ghe grip area successfully, trigger sensitivity adjustment may be done using an
Allen wrench as shown on the picture.

* Re-mount Ghe grip using Ghe Allen wrench,

G. BUTT-PAD & CHEEK PIECE ADJUSTMENT
* Adjust up and down with Ghe help of the buttons on the side of the pad and cheek piece.

- Adjust hack and forth with the help of Allen wrench.

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H. MAINTENANCE

+ Apply Reximex silicone chamber oil on the barrel breech and 0-rings every 3 monbhs or 500 shoks.
* Periodically check your airgun. If anybhing feels different, like a shorGer or weaker Grigger pull,
bhis may mean worn ouk or hroken parts, call Reximex cusbomer service for assisbance before
re-using your airgun.

REPLACEMENT OF O-RINGS

After aperiod of bime, the 0-rings on the fill probe will need to be replaced. The
nead for Ghis will become noticeable if air is heard leaking from Ghe nozzle while

charging the airgun.

LUBRICANT

Genaral: Keep ths airgun clean and wipa i off with regular gun oil and a clobh occasionally.
Fill probe: Apply a thin layer of suitable mineral based oil occasionally or when dried out.

Magazines: Apply a Ghin layer of suitable mineral based oil occasionally or when dried out.

Cocking handle and Sidelever Sliding Surface: Apply a thin layer of a standard
multipurpose grease occasionally or when dried out.

VWARNING: Never use grease or spray il in the moving parts inside Ghe gun.
This can result in unstable power and also leakage. Be moderate with lubricant.

i.STORAGE
Skore ina place thabis dry and dark. Store with air pressure hetween 50-200 bar in Ghe airgun.

WARNING!

* Keep away from spaces with high humidity as steel parbs might corrode.
* Keep away from bright sunlight as Ghis shertens the life of Ehe 0-rings.
*Never store Ghe airgun loaded with pellets.
