1. MOUNTING YOUR ATHLON RED DOT SIGHT

CAUTION: BEFORE MOUNTING A SIGHTING DEVICE BE
SURE THAT THE FIREARM IS NOT LOADED, HAS ACTION

OPEN AND THE MUZZLE POINTING IN A SAFE DIRECTION.
SAFE FIREARM HANDLING PROCEDURES NEED TO BE
PRACTICED AT ALL TIMES.

To achieve the best performance from your firearm
and your Athlon Talos EDC PRO, the Talos EDC PRO
must be mounted properly. If you are unfamiliar
with proper procedures to mount a red dot, we
highly recommend to have it mounted by a qualified
gunsmith.

The Talos EDC PRO is designed to directly mount
to many RMSc slide-cut firearms using the includ-
ed screws, or by utilizing the firearm manufactur-
er-provided mounting plate and screws suitable for
the RMSc footprint. When mounting the Talos EDC
PRO, we recommend torquing the mounting screws to
10in/Ibs. Using a medium grade or blue Loctite thread
locker is advised, however, do not use permanent or
red Loctite. If an adapter plate is required, mount the

plate to the firearm first, ensuring it sits level to the
mounting surface.

*The provided shim must always be placed be-

tween the base of the unit and the slide or adapter
plate of the firearm.

A) EYE RELIEF

The Talos EDC PRO has unlimited eye relief. You can
use the sight at any distance you feel comfortable.

B) ILLUMINATION

The Talos EDC PRO is powered by a CR2032 battery,
providing up to 50,000 hours of illumination. The
illumination can be turned on and off and has 10
brightness settings including an auto mode that
can be turned on and off.

Controls:

i. Press “+" or “-" to turn on. Hold “-" 3 seconds to
turn off. When it reaches maximum/minimum
brightness, the reticle will blink 3 times if “+/-"
are pressed.
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ii. Locked Mode: Hold “+" 3 seconds to enter locked
mode and the reticle will blink once to indicate
locked mode. While in locked mode, illumination
cannot be adjusted, and the unit cannot be shut
off. Exiting Locked Mode: Hold “+” for 3 seconds
until the reticle blinks once.

iii. Auto Mode: Hold “+" and “-" together to switch
between manual/auto brightness setting. The
reticle will blink twice to indicate the switch
between manual or auto. When switching from
auto to manual mode, the brightness setting will
default to a medium setting. After 5 minutes of
no motion detected, the sight will enter sleep
mode.

iv. Mlumination Memory: If the battery is taken out
without turning it off, the sight will return to its
previous brightness level after turning on again.

C) SIGHTING IN

After mounting, an initial sight-in is required. We

recommend doing this at a close range of roughly

10 yards before finalizing the adjustments at your

desired zero distance.

i. Fire a 3-5 shot group as accurately as possible at a
close-range distance of 10 yards.

ii. Usingthisgroupasareference,adjustthe windage
and elevation screws and fire another 3-5 shot
confirmation group. Repeat until your point of
aim intersects with your point of impact. Confirm
your group is centered around the bullseye of the
intended target before moving on.
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iii. Moving to your final sight-in distance, continue
firing 3-5 shot groups and adjusting the optic until
your group is centered around the bullseye of the

intended target.

D) BATTERY:

To remove or change the battery, simply unmount
the optic and replace the battery on the bottom of
the housing. Insert the battery with the negative
(-) side towards the housing. The positive (+) side
should be visible on the outside. Remount the optic
following the same procedure used in the initial
mounting. It is advised to always reconfirm your
zero to ensure proper mounting and no further
changes were made.
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2. RETICLES

The Talos EDC PRO features a 3 MOA red dot with a
fixed 1x magnification. This combination is ideally
suited to perfectly balance accuracy and fast
target/reticle acquisition.
