The Power Line Model 717 is a powerful target alr pellet pistol. It should be treated
with the respect you would give any powerful gun.

The Air Pistol Shaoting Guide section of this manual is important to the care and safe
handiing of any gun. READ THIS SECTION. Foliow the safety rules in this section and
make certain that anyone using your pistol follows the safety rules.

Although your new Daisy is not a firearm, It is a gun and should be treated with care
and respect. Always remember, the flrst and most important safaty on any gun Is the
shooter. All safetles are mechanlical devices and the shooter Is the only part of the
system that can make a gun safe—or unsafe. DON'T DEPEND ON MECHANICAL
SAFETIES; think ahead and avoid sltuations that might lead to accidents.

Guns differ in their operatlons and you are never ready to flre any gun until you are
thoroughly famlliar with it. Read the following operating Instructions and WITHOUT
LOADING ANY AMMUNITION, proceed several times through the operating steps with

your gun (dry fire the gun at a safe target) so that you wiil be able to operate the Power
Line 717 properly and safely.

Step 8. FIRE

The gun can be safely fired after properly completing the operating steps.

NOTE: Bolt must be completely closed, as indicated in Step 5. .

IMPORTANT: Do not leave gun in pumped up condition for more than one hour or air
release valve may be damaged and cause a permanent leak.
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CAUTION: If a pellet does not fire after completing the operating steps, the 4un is
jammed. This is a dangerous condition.

Open bolt at once, then repeat all operations except Step 4 (do not load pellet). If a
projectile still does not fire, follow these steps carefully: )

First, open bolt.

Second, put trigger safety “on safe."

Third, clear barre! by running a size .177 cleaning rod through from the muzzie end.
Be careful not to damage the bolt tip by pushing the rod through too hard.

Fourth, repeat operating steps. Make sure a pellet is fed into firing position. If after

following the firing procedure the projectile is not fired, return your gun to the Service
Depot.

(See “"Repair of Gun" section.)

UNLOAD PELLETS:

The bolt does not extract a peltet. You must point the gun in a safe direction and fire
it, or open bolt and insert a .177 cleaning rod in muzzle end and push the peilet out.

REAR SIGHT ADJUSTMENT

ELEVATION (up or down). To move point of impact up, raise sight by turning screw
“A" (Drawing No. 5) counterclockwise. To lower the point of impact, lower sight by
turning screw A" clockwise.

WINDAGE (right or left). To move point of impact left, move the sight left by turning
screw "B" (Drawing No. 5) counterclockwise. To move sight to the right, turn screw "B
clockwise.

NOTE: At 15 ft., one revolution of adjusting screw "A” or "B" will move the point of
impact .353 inch (approximately 23/64 inch.)

At 33 ft., one revolution of adjusting screws will move point of impact .777 inch
(approximately 23/32 inchj.

PUMP ADJUSTMENT

IMPORTANT: After several thousand shots, the length of the pump lever stroke may
need adjustment to maintain maximum performance. To check and make needed
adjustments, follow these steps:

1. After cﬂ;:m:n..m gun, open the pump lever and close to the point where a slight resistance

can feit.

2. Measure the distance between the receiver and end of the pump lever as shown in
Drawing 6. This dimension should be between 1V and 1% inches. If the clearance
dimension on your gun is within this range, no adjustment is required. If the
clearance dimension is not within this range, proceed to Step 3.

3. Withthe pumpieverinthe fully open position, placea screwdriver witha largeblade
between siots in the threaded portion of the pump. See drawing 7.

a) To increase the pump lever clearance, rotate the screwdnver clockwise.
b) To decrease the pump lever clearance, rotate the screwdriver counterclockwise.
. CAUTION: Adjusting the pump lever to a clearance dimension larger than {2 inches
will overstress the gun and will result in permanent damage to the gun. Maximum

performance will be achieved by adjusting the clearance as specified in Step 2.
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PROPER CARE

To maintain top shooting performance, lightly oil the three pumping lever hinges
and the felt pad on the pump rod every 1,000 shots (Drawing 8). Use a 10, 20 or 30 weight
non-detergent, automotive motor oil. DO NOT use light household type oils or aerosol
type spray lubricants since they may contain substances or additives harmful to the
rubber seals or other components. Clean the exterior by wiping with a lightly oiled,
soft, clean cloth. The screws are a gun blue finish; wipe with oil to prevent rust.

STORAGE

Before putting the gun away in a cabinet or gun rack, shoot the gun at a safe
target to make sure the pump system and barrel are empty; place the trigger safety
‘‘On Safe’’ and clean, dry, and oil the gun.

Store ammunition in a separate location to keep it away from untrained
shooters.




MODIFICATION - CAUTION:

The components of this gun were engineered to deliver optimum performance. Any
modification or tampering with a gun may cause a malfunction and may make it unsafe
to use. Any change in performance, such as lowered trigger force and shortened trigger
travel, indicates possible wear, and such should be inspected, replaced, or properly
repaired by qualified personnel. Any gun that has been dropped should be checked by
qualified personnel to insure that its function has not been affected.
