The Barrel: Unjam and Clean

@ Open the BB hutch to lock the BB follower and charge
BB bullets. The magazine can contain about 300
bullets. (Avoid pressing bullet sinto the magazine
using excessive force.)
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BN Make sure to pull the BB follower until it stops
before opening the BB bullet hutch or charging

bullets (non-observance may lead to damage).

@ Close the BB bullet hutch until it clicks. The BB
follower is uniocked and pushes bullets. Ifcharging
a limited number of bullets, move the BB follower
forward slowly. X

B To remove the remaining
bullets in the magazine,
stand the magazine as
shown in the figure and
turn the drum clockwise
while pulling the bullet
stopper releasing rib.

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@ Turn the drum at the bottom until it clicks.
Alternatively, insert the adjunctive hexagonal key
to the central hexagonal hole and turn the
gear(The gear turns without load if only a limited
number of bullets exists.)

®Check that BB bullets are moved up to the BB
Qﬁllets exit and then insert the magazine into the
rifle.

@®Recovery

Occasionally feed of bullets stops during operation. In
that case, detach the magazine and give shocks as
shown below while pulling the BB bullet follower 2 or 3
cm, then reattach the magazine.
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Tap lightly.

%|f feed of bullets does not return to normal after the
above, remove all bullets from the magazine to make
it empty and lock the BB follower with the BB bullet
hutch (refer to Fig.2), then apply the optional Marui
Silicone Oil Spray for 0.5 to 1 second into the
magazine. Please be informed that the spraying
silicone oil may adversely affect the hop-up operation
for a while.
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How to use the Hop Up: Close up

The hop up is under the gun, you will need
to turn the gun over to easily use It.
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Depending on the weight of the BB, being
S .20g -.25g or more you will need to make
