
JSCBJ300 / JSCBJ707 Dot Sight 
OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Do not look at the sun through a dot sight as it may cause 
permanent damage to your eye and/or vision.

IMPORTANT This manual contains important information about your 
dot sight. This manual should always accompany the dot sight in case 
ownership should change. Always follow firearm safety rules as outlined by 
the firearm’s manufacturer. Keep this dot sight and all firearm related products 
secured and away from children or other unauthorized users.
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QUICK START
•  Power On: With a battery installed, press and hold the (1) brightness adjustment 

button. This will turn on the sight to the last, used level of intensity.
•  Power Off: To turn off the sight, press and hold the (1) brightness adjustment button 

for four seconds.
FEATURES AND SPECIFICATIONS
•  Brightness: The JTS JSCBJ300 dot sight and the JTS JSCBJ707 dot sight are 

adjustable for eight levels of brightness.  
Pressing the (1) button will increase the brightness a single step until the maximum 
level has been reached. Pressing the (2) will decrease the reticle brightness until the 
minimum level has been achieved.

•  Auto Off: Your JTS dot sight is equipped with an intelligent power save feature to  
prolong the life of your battery when not in use. After 1 hour without adjustment, 
the JTS JSCBJ300 sight will shut off. After 3 hours without adjustment, the JTS 
JSCBJ707 sight will shut off. Pressing either of the brightness adjustment buttons will 
wake up the sight to the previously used brightness level. 

•  Aiming Dot: Your JTS dot sight has a 3.5 MOA round dot for precision aiming. This 
reticle is approximately 1.8" in diameter at 50 yards, depending on brightness and 
ambient conditions.

•  Battery: Your JTS dot sight is powered by a single CR2032 battery. Battery life may 
vary, depending on reticle intensity, environmental conditions and use.

REVIEWING BATTERY SAFETY
•  When used correctly, batteries provide a safe and dependable source of portable 

power. However, misuse or abuse may result in leakage, fire, or explosion.
•  Batteries can explode or leak and cause burns if installed backwards, disassembled, 

charged, or exposed to water, fire or high temperature.
•  Always install your batteries correctly, observing the “+” and “-” marks on the battery 

and the device.
•  Always replace the whole set of batteries at one time. Do not to mix old and new 

batteries, or batteries of different types.

KEEP BATTERIES AWAY FROM CHILDREN. THERE IS A 
CHEMICAL BURN HAZARD ASSOCIATED WITH BATTERIES. IF A NEW OR USED 
LITHIUM BUTTON/COIN CELL BATTERY IS SWALLOWED OR ENTERS THE 
BODY, IT CAN CAUSE SEVERE INTERNAL BURNS AND CAN LEAD TO DEATH 
IN AS LITTLE AS 2 HOURS. ALWAYS COMPLETELY SECURE THE BATTERY

SWALLOWED OR PLACED INSIDE ANY PART OF THE BODY, SEEK IMMEDIATE 
MEDICAL ATTENTION.

WARNINGWINDAGE AND ELEVATION ADJUSTMENTS
Your JTS dot sight is fully adjustable for both windage and elevation. The adjustment 
screws are located on the top and right side of the sight body. Each click represents  
1 MOA (Approx. 0.5" at 50 yards) of adjustment
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REPLACING THE BATTERY
The battery is located in the compartment on the side of the dot sight (7).Your dot sight 
has an illumination adjustment which is powered by one 3V lithium battery (CR2032) 
or equivalent. If your dot grows dim or does not illuminate, you will need to replace the 
battery. To install or remove the battery, open the battery compartment and insert a 
new battery (+) side up. Then close the battery compartment.

NOTICE   Always remember to turn off the power when the optic is not in use.

NOTE: Batteries must not be put in the household waste. 
Dispose of them properly, hand them in at your local shop for 
disposal or take them to a used battery collection location. Please 
recycle used batteries.

•  Store unused batteries in their original packaging and away from metal objects that 
may short-circuit them.

•  Remove discharged batteries from equipment promptly to avoid possible damage 
from leakage.

•  The batteries are supplied in a charged state, and are not designed for recharging. 
Recharging may cause leakage, fire, or explosion.
