3. After loading all 6 shells, return to
cylinder and close cylinder until it
locks back into position.

4. Cock the hammer until locked.
Gun is now ready to fire. Pull
trigger to fire.

5. After exhausting the 6 rounds,
pull out the cylinder and use the
extracter rod to remove the shells.
